
Hog Hill
Planning Application

What will the application include?

The application will be for the circuit, pavilion,
landscaping, car parking and access to the Hog
Hill site. Planning permission is not required for
the off-road trails. Provision of trails has been taken
into account in the final design of the circuit,
however; the off-road design will be considered
in detail once the planning application has
been submitted.

When will planning permission be granted?

The LDA anticipates a resolution to grant
planning permission in early 2007.

When will work start on site?

In addition to the planning permission
resolution, before work can commence on the
site we will need to complete the statutory
survey of Great Crested Newts at Hog Hill to
obtain a licence for construction. We expect to
complete this survey by mid-May 2007 and to
be on-site in June next year but this depends on
how long it takes to be granted the licence.  

When will the Hog Hill site open?

We anticipate completion of the facility in
September/October 2007.

What about between now and
September/October 2007?

The LDA undertook to investigate the feasibility
of interim provision on land within its control to
cover this period. We believe that a site in the
Royal Docks (see attached plan) will be suitable.

What is a happening to Lee Valley Youth 
Cycle Club? 

In order for the Lee Valley Youth Cycle Club to
continue its’ operation the LDA has agreed to
cover the cost of opening Highams Park School
on Saturdays until the interim facility at the
Royal Docks is ready.  Any queries on this should
be sent directly to Lee Valley Youth Cycle Club.     

The LDA will be submitting a planning application by 4 November 2006
for the Hog Hill cycle circuit in LB Redbridge.

The final plan (see attached file) is a result of the consultation process
and group workshops with Users. It also takes into consideration the
detailed topographical survey of the site.



What facilities will be provided in
the Royal Docks?

A 1km closed road circuit along with
support facilities such as changing
rooms and toilets will be available?

When will this interim facility be
open at the Royal Docks?

Planning permission will be necessary
for this site, however; the LDA hopes to
have this in place and the facility
constructed by March 2007.

What about interim off-road
provision? 

LB Redbridge has agreed in principle 
to allow organised off-road events to
take place in Hainault Country Park.

We are now looking for Users’ input 
on programme requirements for the
period from now until next Autumn.
These requirements will then be used
in discussions with the operators of
the Country Park and to arrange the
appropriate level of access. Please
email your thoughts and what you
think your requirements will be to
eastway@lda.gov.uk and the LDA
will be in touch soon.

When will Eastway finally close?

The Eastway cycle circuit will be
formally handed over on 13 November
2006.  As soon as Eastway is occupied
by the LDA, its contractors will begin
work on site and access will no longer
be possible.
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
